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CRISIS OF VISION AND VALUES

Today, most development voluntary
organizations are very clearly in a directional
crisis. The cause for this is a lack of societal vision.
Not only is this malaise of individual
organizations, but there seems to be a crisis of a
congruent development vision. This prevailing
crisis of a congruent vision where everyone and
every organization is being preoccupied with
building roads, but there is no time or concern left
to distinguish and clarify where all these roads are
leading to!

This blind activism of the voluntary
organizations is supported by national and
international resource agencies who seem to
prefer the promoting of projects which build roads,
but are not committed to reflecting on where the
roads should leads!.

The present crisis of vision can be seen as the
result of a failure of the hitherto prevailing vision of
society and development. This vision was
strongly influenced by the dominant development
ideology which has been propagated and
perpetuated by the elitist sector of society. As a
matter of fact, many development workers who
initiated or joined the voluntary organization hail
from this same sector. There was very little
voluntary organization which tried to have a real
socio-economic perspective of the grassroots
people and of the development workers or place
them in a framework of a critical understanding of
society. To do this, a holistic understanding of
society, with its various classes was essential.

Because of their different socio-economic

backgrounds, and their lack of identity with the life
situations of the marginalized and oppressed
section of society, the voluntary organizations and
their development workers have a totally different
vision of society from that of the grassroots
peoples.
They do not even think it was needed to see
whether the people themselves have a vision or
not. They develop a vision of their own and
impose it on the people they were working with.
Very little effort was made, or even today is still
being made to identify the people's own vision and
enable them to articulate and operationalise it.

Basically, the whole problem gravitates on the
vision that the voluntary organizations and their
development workers have of the human person.
Many are concerned with an economic
development of the people they work with. Some
others, whose number has been increasing in the
past two decades, are committed to developing
the people's critical awareness of the socio-
economic, political and cultural situation in which
they live and to organizing them to struggle for
their rights. But very few indeed have a holistic
view of the human person, who is not just an
economic, political, social and cultural entity but
an autonomous being who can reflect, love
selflessly and make decisions for himself or
herself in every aspect of human existence. such
a person can flourish only in an ambiance of
values that flow from the very nature of a rational
and communitarian being, values like
cooperation, collaboration, sharing, solidarity,
respect for each and every other human being,
irrespective of caste, creed or gender, respect for
the rights of nature of which he or she is a trustee
for the coming generation, service and simplicity
of lifestyle

However, given the present global socio-
economic trends which are rooted in an ideology
that glorifies modernization and nurture its under
pinning pseudo-values the voluntary
organization, their workers as well as the grass
people themselves, are enticed and entrapped by
this dominant ideology. Hence, these
organizations and workers are in and acute
dilemma of vision.

These values constitute the elements for a
framework of reference or value premise for the
transformation of society, without such a
framework, the voluntary organizations and
development workers will not get much further
from achieving some kind of economic upliftment
or social advancement. They will not be able to
help to build-up a society that is rooted in the
values that sustain and authentic human
community. But this frame of reference is also
required to explore the critical issues that be set



our society as well as to formulate the alternative
vision of society.

This vision can be derived from several
sources. The most outstanding would be the
preamble to the constitution of the republic of
India:

“We the People of India, Having solemnly
resolved to constitute India into a Sovereign,
Socialist, Secular, Democratic, Republic and to
secure to all the citizens.

Justice, Social, Economic and Political;

Liberty of thought, expression, belief, faith
and worship; Equality of status and of opportunity;
and to promote among them all Fraternity
assuring the dignity of the individual and integrity
ofthe Nation...”

The vision of society and development of the
Father of the Nation, Mahatma Gandhi was based
on the principle of Sarvodaya with its integral
elements of Satyagraha, Gram Nirman, Gram
Swaraj and Antyodaya. The principles on which
this social orderis based are:

Unity among people

Non-violence

Truth as a harmonizing thrust

Systematic consciousness, and

Compatibility between ends and means.

If we were to blend these visions together with
that of the World Council of Churches which is “ a
just, participatory and sustainable society”, we will
be able to envisage a society that is based on a
holistic world view, which regards all other human
beings as created to the image and likeness of
God, therefore worthy of appropriate respect,
justice and concern, irrespective of caste, creed,
race or gender. This world view respects the rights
of nature and of the future generations to the earth
and its bounty. It respects the unity and
inviolability of body, mind and spirit of all human
persons.

Consequently, this society will reject all
manner of hierarchy, domination and violence
which establishes the superiority of some persons
over others. It will build up a moral economy
based on self-reliant subsistant communities
which will include all human beings, and give due
importance to life-enhancing creativity while
striving to eradicate selfish, oppressive and
destructive greed, which together with injustice

that has until now had divided the world into those
who possess and those who are owned!.
Voluntary organizations and this Value
Framework

The voluntary organization or development
worker that undertakes the responsibility of
enabling the grassroots people to bring about
their own development must have this vision
foremost in every aspect of the tasks linked up
with this development, Since this vision is built up
on some fundamental values, it is essential that
the voluntary organization first find itself rooted in
these very values. Nobody can give what he or
she has not got, and values cannot be taught but
must be caught through example.

It stands to reason that it is an impossible
mission task for a voluntary agency to bring
decision-making to the level of the grassroots
people if it is built up on a hierarchy that restricts
organization to bring about simplicity of life styles,
service, sharing and solidarity if it lives in a level
far removed from that of the people, in an
affluence and luxury or even a level of comfort that
the people can never aspired to.

In order to be effective, the voluntary
organization must give prime importance to
Justice which is social, economic and political
within itself, to liberty of thought, expression,
belief, faith and worship, and to equality of status
and opportunity for all its members, in a spirit of
fraternity. Else its efforts to be built up a society
based on the preamble of the constitution of the
Republic of India will only turn out to be hypocrisy.
In keeping with the spirit of Mahatma Gandhi, it
must base itself on the principles of unity, non-
violence, truth and transparency and compatibility
between ends and means.

Does this not seen to be asking for too much?
is this not an ideal that is hardly attainable?
Perhaps! But if people or organization thinks so
they should in no way profess to be working for
genuine human development of the poor, the
marginalized, and the oppressed. Rather, they
should realize that they are using these poor,
oppressed and marginalized people as the raw
material for their own economic, social and
perhaps, Spiritual salvation!.

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MILESTONES OF
PADI VALORED

BACKGROUND

Education is the fundamental tool for social transformation. Through education we can inculcate
human values among children as well as society, but even after 70 years of India’s independence the
education system in the country is still the stereo type, teacher centered, dictatorship and unfriendly.
Primary schools in particular should have been the cradle of culture to bring about a progressive
change in the education system and in-particular value oriented, but this is not so. The education
system, in-particular rural areas shows absolute poor improvement, be it “the physical structure,
administrative structure or the social structure”.

WHY PADI STEPPED INTO BRING CHANGES:

PADI VALORED believes that the right to education and the right to have a complete childhood is
the prime right of every child in the world. In our country, millions of children presently have access
to good schooling but are enslaved in hard work right from their early years and this is seen more in
the girl child who is quite often forced to shoulder all the household responsibility at a very tender
age. She has been neglected not only at home but even in the school. The Dalit are the other groups
that are also neglected by the society, the elite and the education department. The discrimination in
schools and hostels, corruption, insensitivity of policy makers on certain issues has been the main
cause for the discrimination that are prevailing in schools. This is what leads to Dalit and girl child
school dropouts. The teachers and the community need to be more conscious regarding this fact and
have to imbibe in them new values that upgrade the lives of girl child and the Dalit children. One of
the most fundamental aspects of sustainable development is the building up of a sound human value
system.

VALORED PROJECT
I Phase: 1993-1996

Preparatory Activities From April 1993:-

In order to have a better insight to the existing education system and to critically analyse the
objectives of the project from the field perspective, the following preparatory activities were carried
out. The outputs of these activities were helpful and critical in getting goals and objectives of the
programmes.

Study: It was the bankruptcy of education system that triggered off our project of Value oriented
education. This programme was launched in the month of April 1993. Once the team was recruited,
the first few months were spent in getting a general orientation to education especially to education
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in primary school. We concentrated on documenting the many articles we had collected on primary
education and the situation of education in India, child psychology, community and rural psychology.

On the basis of materials available and collected from various institutions and from the government,
a study was conducted in South Kanara and Udupi district. The Objective of the study was to understand
the relevance of curriculum to the family background of students. The out come of the study reaffirmed
our belief that the curriculum and the reading materials available for the students were notin relation
to their day to day living and the materials were insensitive to address the social issues of today. The
materials were also supportive of the practices which are gender discrimination and class supportive.
The materials were insensitive to the local needs such as language, culture, living conditions both
economic and social and environmental preservation. Regular discussions on various aspects like the
specific situation and problems of primary schools, the psychology of the rural and urban children,
the relevance of the text and teaching in their lives, the values or absence of values instilled through
the books and teaching were studied. The team participated in several local workshops on education.
Exposure programmes were organized in schools where different experiments are being done for
child oriented education. These exposures helped to study and evaluate objectively the text books
and the methodologies used. The reactions of the parents, their indifference or even hostility, the
incompetence of the school staff, the total disregard of the community in the primary school were
taken note of.

Instead of exhorting the teachers to introduce values and more child-oriented methodologies into
their teaching, we believed it will be more practical and acceptable if we provide them with aids to
introduce these values and methodologies.

We selected schools with the following criteria:
A. Schools that already exist. B. Located in remote areas
C. Catering mainly Dalits and Tribals  D. Having a large percentage of girls enrolled in them.

IT Phase: Working on Textbook guides: 1996 - 1999
While the team had been going through the articles which had been collected during the past few
years, its members studied each of them and wrote a note on each article covering its main theme.
The collection of articles gave the team a comprehensive picture of our education system and the
possible orientation we might need in our work of preparing guides to the present text books used in
the Kannada medium schools in the state.

The text books used in the Kannada primary schools in the Karnataka state were analysed. Charts
were prepared and pasted around the room on these books. The findings about each textbook were
worked out on a chart. After completing all the lessons of every subject taught from standards I to VII,
series of seminars were organized for the teachers from different schools. In these seminars, workshops
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were organized where groups of teachers and experts using the charts that were already on display

prepared guides for lessons based on the matter prepared by the group. This turned out to be a very
effective way of preparing the guides to the lessons. In these seminars and workshops we also
worked towards increased community participation. As an outcome of all these workshops and
seminars our clientele of teachers and parents got more and more expanded and requests to conduct
such seminars were on the increase. We also developed a very good group of resource persons who

were experts in their own field.

IIT Phase:
Launching of the Resource Center 1999 -2002

The unprecedented success of our past years of experience in a few schools has led us to extend
the programmes of activities to other schools. We felt that several schools which at present are
beyond the scope of our programme would be able to do much better if some basic resources were
placed at their disposal in the way of guidance, books and participation of seminars like the ones we
have been conducting. Hence we felt it would be most useful and even necessary to extend our work
through a resource center in Mangalore aided by smaller resource centers in the various taluks of
South Kanara and Udupi.

Education Resource Center (ERC’s)
Four Education Resource Centers were established namely Belthangadi, Bantwal, Mangalore and
Udupi at the taluk level of undivided South Kanara District with the idea of bringing about active

participation of the local community in the welfare of its schools and activities.

The ERC’s played a vital role in bridging the gap between schools and community, teachers and
parents, teachers and children, the community and the education department. The RCs took the
initiative to conduct meetings for planning and implementation of programmes for the teachers,
children and the community at large. There was a continuous dialogue with the education department

officials and their cooperation was ensured.
Through these Resource Centers..........
® To involve teachers in the primary schools in an organized and effective way.

® To sustain and continue locally existing human and people oriented values in the primary

education process for eg: tribal and dalit value.

® To help the rural students to understand and learn skills and new learning methods to improve

their teaching techniques and to tap the children’s creativity.




To identify local resources and utilize them in a educational process

To motivate more and more child-centered and creative activities in primary schools.
To actively involve teachers in educational process for e.g. preparation of text books, Government
Education policy.

® To prepare guidelines, demonstrate and find out something new for teachers to develop their
skills

® To share their experience and contribute their ideas among teachers so that they come to know
each other.
To spread the idea of improvising the quality of education
To formulate the public’s opinion to form a better education policy
To identify the talents of teachers.

Aims and Objectives of these Resource Centers:

® Through these ERC’s we aim at activating a process of education where the poorest in the rural
areas will be provided with authentic education for their holistic development. The process of
learning will be child oriented and activity based, so that the dropout rate can be reduced. The
whole education orientation will be towards social justice/ the approaches to education will not
be institutional but people oriented. The education envisaged should include a complete training
and formation of the individual as a whole. This must cover the physical, social, spiritual and
moral development of the integral human personality. Value and right attitudes must be inculcated
in these primary school as the most fundamental basis of a true human development.

o Ultimately our purpose in establishing these ERC’s is part of our primary aim which is to bring
about social transformation of society, starting with the grassroots in the rural areas.

IV: Phase 2002 - 2005
Strengthening Community Participation

In the fourth phase, special focus was given to gender mainstreaming, community participation,
child rights, ownership etc.

While this process was going on, the need for having A Newsletter with relevant contents for the
knowledge of teachers in the education field was raised. As awareness was essential and also the
need for teachers to share their experiences and opinions and also of our activities the news letter
“Mathukathe” a dialogue, was initiated. Originally, it consisted of few pages but this publication has
been a very important innovation. This has proved to be a platform for the teachers to share their
experiences and seek solutions to their problems arising from primary education. They found in this

newsletter, a ready outlet and an answer to several of their teaching problems.
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At this stage a need for detailed study of situation of primary schools was felt and a study was

designed. A team of volunteers conducted survey in two districts. Totally 720 children were
interviewed. The analysis of the study gave a clear indication that the text book in no way suits the
need of the children. The curriculum has no connection with the socio-cultural background of the
children, because of which many children do not enjoy the process of learning. We prepared guides
and handbooks for the teachers for every lesson in each of these subjects. These guides were expected
to offer help to teachers.

The CEC’s :

The RC’s were strengthened by four community education centers. These CEC’s consisted of
teachers, parents, CBO’s Panchayat representative, NGO’s etc. 16 CEC’s were started which
were motivated to take active participation in the educational development of their particular
area. The teachers enrichment programmes, public awareness programmes and children’s
creative activities went on in the CEC’s and the response was good. In this particular phase
the concept of child oriented learning in the class rooms, attractive class & school atmosphere
was discussed. The effort was put to convince the local Education officers.

V. Phase: 2005 - 2008
Process of Formation of Fedaration of Education Resource Centres
In this phase, total concentration was given to work in promoting an atmosphere which is Value
based, Gender sensitive, health and education conscious, child rights assertive through the community-
based network in Grama Panchayat Blocks. Hence the developed indicators were achieved wherein
the rate of community participation, the teachers and community sensitization towards gender related
issue, society’s attitude towards the deprived children drastically changed.

The conceptually equipped resource person team imparted value oriented education concept in
schools and community. Children’s network to concertise the child about child rights and value base,
gender sensitive, health and education-based modules were found functioning effectively by the
teachers.

Concrete results that were reached:
In order to fulfill the developed objective, the project worked to get the following results:

The Grama Panchyat Education Centers (GPES’s) addressed the educational and health needs
of the community by involving Resource Centre (RC’s) and Community Resource Centers
(CRC’s) at grass root level. Value oriented, gender conscious, class and caste sensitive, child
friendly, health & education practices in schools were implemented. Network at taluk, district,

i
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state and national level addressed the issues related to quality education, gender and health

concern and child rights in the form of capacitating campaign and advocacy. Conceptually
equipped teachers, RC members, SDMC, GPEC and Resource team effectively took up the
primary education and child related issues. The Project was equipped with systematic
education research studies and documentations with a fine professional team executing it.

Process of Registering of Fedaration of Education Resource Centres were done.

VI Phase: 2008 — 2011
Strengthening Child Protection System
The overall goal was to build a sound human value system in the sector of primary education in
Dakshina Kannada and Udupi districts.

The purpose was promote an atmosphere which is value based, gender sensitive, health and
education conscious and child right assertive through the community-based network in Gram
Panchayat Blocks. Project extended its unit to four other taluks in Dakshina Kannada and Udupi, i.e.
Puttur & Sullya and Kundapura & Karkala respectively. A community owned federation of resource
centres that focused on quality education and child right issues at various levels was established.
Sensitised teachers and department actively involved in planning and implementing value-oriented
quality education. NGOs and department worked hand in hand to ensure child right, child right friendly
environment in the district. Children’s group addressed child right issues and participated in planning
decision making process at different level i.e. Taluk, District and State level. Equipped documentation
centre was set up for ensuring child friendly concept functioning at district level, which strengthened
ERC’s at taluk level.

Outcome Achieved
4 extended Education ERCs well functioning and raising voice for the development and
changes in Education and Protection of Children.

VII Phase: 2011 - 2014
Promotion of Teacher Education and RTE Implementation

In this phase VALORED main concentration was on the RTE, child protection systems, Advocacy at
the state level, building up of a human force and a resource persons group. Keeping this in mind the
following was achieved.

Child Right Protection system came into existence. Quality Education prevailed in those schools

that were guided by the education resource centers. Educational personnel of all sector insisted on




quality education free of gender discrimination, child friendly environment and child rights. Child
related information and documentation center at the District level for all educational stakeholders
existed. A module replica of D. Ed training institution and qualitative/creative teachers was created
And a force for quality education existed.

Outcome Achieved

Two Registered District Federations were resourceful and capacitated to work independently.
Child protection systems such as CWC, JJB, CWO, SJIPU, District Child protection unit, Child Right
Clubs at schools, Anti Child Trafficking Committee at Panchayat level, state commission for child
protection was activated and strengthened at state/District/Taluk and Grama Panchayat level.
Modules were made available to advocate the change of the quality of D.Ed. education in other
institutions. PADI was a full-fledged documentation center with compilation of all the latest
amended and approved acts, government policies, circulars related to education, child right and
Health & other developmental activities. Documentaries on child related, domestic violence, HIV
and health and constitutional values was made available to the public. An effective monitoring
system was developed in VALORED Headquarters and was functioning throughout the action
period.

VIII Phase: 2014 - 2017
Towards Child Friendly Society

During this phase PADI focused on promoting quality education in Government primary schools
and Child friendly environment and for sustained development of two District federation and its
eight taluk education resource centers.

Major outcome of the project:

Project intervened Twenty-four schools and has effective functioning child right clubs and model
SDMC. Panchayath in D.K and Udupi have become more sensitive towards children needs. A
Resource Person Team above a count of hundred on subjects like RTE, Gender HIV, Domestic
Violence exists. This team is recognized throughout the district and State and avail their services.
Manuals on RTE Act, Gender, Domestic Violence Act, JJ Act and POCSO are developed and are
widely circulated among the various Government departments and General public. State level
stock taking on RTE has resulted in advocating for bringing positive transformation.
Computerized library inventory exists. PADI Website is fully furnished with updated information.
Federation and its eight ERC’s are functioning independently as per the bylaw. Internal complaint
committee is set up to address the grievances of women at work place.
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SPECIAL EDUCATION IMPLEMENTATION AT DAKSHINA KANNADA -
COLLABORATION EDUCATION DEPARTMENT - D.K.

JULY 2010 TO JUNE 2014

This Project is mainly to provide the services
with Teachers who are trained under Special
Education. This Project jurisdiction is Mangalore,
Bantwal, Belthangadi, Puttur and Sullya. 15
Teachers were supervised by the Organisation
and the special children were given good services
and availed the Government supports and
implemented the plan effectively. This Project is
been continuously served for the betterment of
Special Children even in the remote places of all

taluks. Total 5 years this Project is served with
15 qualified Teachers. The financial support
received by the Education Department as
Remuneration. Total 4000 children were given
attention during this period who are having
disabilities with special talents. They are the
children with disabilities on low vision, total blind,
hearing impaired, speech impediment, autism,
mental retardation, multidisability, locomotor/
orthoimpairement and learning disability.

FUNDED BY TERRE DES HOMMES, GERMANY 2012-2016

Worked in North Karnataka with the specific
objective to “Reduce the Child Marriages And
Rights of Children particularly Girls through

m  Child marriage is taking place in the mass
marriages significantly reduced and civil
society groups and community based
organizations are sensitized on the issue of
child Marriages and their rights.

to effectively enforce mechanism to end
child marriage practices strengthened.

m  Strengthened campaign and strong network
at district levels to end child marriages

In the 2nd year CACL-K Anti Child Marriage
campaign activities were conducted throughout
the North Karnataka by holding the, Workshop
with Religious leaders. Religious leaders gained
the knowledge on the effects of child marriage,

A strong desire was shown by the religious leaders



to prevent child marriage, 222 religious leaders
were sensitized on effect of child marriage.

Workshop with Police & line departments
wherein we are able to reach 216 members who
are sensitized on child marriage and its effects, A
good rapport developed with CWC, JJB, and other
government departments, Awareness , Goals &
objectives of CACL-K widely spreaden, District
Child Protection systems were strengthened to

meet such issues, Knowledge on child rights increased
among the participants.

In this year CACL-K sent integrated
recommendations in related to CHILD LABOUR
IN KARNATAKA & INDIA and Advocated with
Government that the children Below 18 have to
be difined as Children during the amendment in
Bills. There is a contribution of this Project too
in amendment in the Child Labour Prohibition bill
2014 “excepting an age limitation of 14 years on
Article 24 none of the other articles place an age
limitation and hence since India has ratified the
UN Convention on the Rights of Children in 1992
whereby all persons below 18 years of age are
defined as children it is legally sound that all
persons below 18 years are protected by the
Indian Constitution against employment,
economic exploitation, bonded labour, etc. and
instead guarantees the enjoyment of equality,
freedom, life and liberty. Government of India has
acceded to the United Nations Convention on the
Rights of Children and hence being bound by all
Articles of the Convention all governments in
India are obligated to make policies, laws
programmes and budgets recognising the first call
for children and all such decisions must be in the
best interests of the child”

The Recommendations of Justice Dr. Shivraj
Patil Committee is strongly advocated in
consultation with 40 representatives from various
Districts and Networks in collaboration with
KSCPCR mainly on Child Marriages.

In 3" year a Federation formed “ Balya
Nakshathra State Level Children’s Federation”
which is nothing but a federation ‘Karnataka State
Federation of child rights” wherein the
representatives of 20 Districts child Rights
Associations. This is sustenance of the Project,
children were trained and they themselves raise
the voices for their rights.

A forum was initiated with the Objectives of
make people raise their voices together joining
with various network in one place with regard to
the effective implementation of RTE that means
though Right to Education Act released in
Karnataka, there are many loopholes in the
proper implementation of the Act. The Act that
stresses a lot in getting back the children to school
will definitely stop child marriage if it is
implemented effectively. Hence to pressurize
the govt. for the proper implementation of RTE
we have collected the Current RTE statistics of
state. To implement this formed PAFRE-People
Alliance for Fundamental Right to Education.
PAFRE is a network of 120 likeminded individuals
and NGO'’s, working towards bringing change in
Education System and children Right. Through
this network the project is been able to bring
many networks together bring change and voice
out for protection of children, constitutional
Rights & Right to education. The continuous
discussions with the expertise and members,




District level Units of RTE Forums were formed.
Media has taken the initiative to publish articles
on “The Present RTE situation” in Karnataka,
which helped to spread the intensity of RTE. The
common people too are able to know the
“drawbacks in RTE Implementation due to lack
of knowledge”. Key demands emerged in the
First State level PAFRE Convention as following

» It should be understood that reservation of
25% seats for children belonging to weaker
and other deprived section as just one part
of RTE Act and then comprehensively and

completely implement the Act.

The government should take measures to
provide necessary help and support to the
poor families so as to help them in getting
their children equal quality education at least
from pre-primary to 10th standard.

Pressurizing the state government to enact
stringent laws against private schools those
are involved and in commercialization of
education causing social injustice in the
society.

Pressurizing the state government to take
appropriate initiative to strengthen KSCPCR,
enabling it to monitor RTE Act in the state
more effectively and comprehensively.

The Commission (KSCPCR) within its limits
should use its power and take suo-motto
action on cases relating to exploitation by
private educational institutions, initiate
enquiry and recommend the government to

initiate suitable action.

Expedite the legal process for effective
implementation of RTE Act, by clearing all the
legal hurdles implicated by the private
schools.

In order to derive a common school system
based on principles of equality and social
justice and as per the constitutional
directives, the government should take
measures to form an expert committee to
formulate the common school policy.

Various activities
are organized at different prime locations where movement of public is maximum and the
main aim of which is to create awareness of child protection from social menaces like Drugs,
Alcohol, Smoking, Sexual Abuse, Physical Abuse, Child Labour, llliteracy etc. Gazetted Officers,
Politicians, Popular Personalities from the district are invited as Chief Guests who impart their
views and opinions and guide the Citizens in leading a disciplined and dignified life keeping in
mind the Norms framed by the government for a productive and quality life.

Helpline Day.
